Praying Together 

I once heard  someone say, “The Gospel is simple, but 
not easy.”    Jesus’ teaching on prayer shows exactly what 
that means.   His instruction is straightforward:  keep 
praying and don’t give up, because God will bring justice.   
Simple words but, living them out is hard.    We lose focus, 
get distracted, and grow discouraged when answers seem 
slow in coming.   So what can we do when prayer feels too 
heavy to carry alone? 

Think of a London Marathon runner, the goal is simple, 
keep running until you reach the finish line.   But the race 
is exhausting.   Muscles ache, breath shortens, and the 
temptation to stop is strong.      A wise runner joins a team 
or a group.   When one person struggles, others encourage 
them to keep going, they share water, pace each other, and 
cheer one another on. 

Prayer can be like that.    None of us can “pray without 
ceasing” on our own.    We need the help of others, friends, 
family, a prayer group, even the words of saints and 
spiritual writers, to keep us moving forward.    Sometimes, 
when we’re too tired to pray, others can carry us with their 
prayers.    And when our own faith feels strong, we can do 
the same for them.  That’s one way we can learn to pray 
without ceasing,             together!
